Proceed through Main Rd Hahndorf tothe Adelaide side. The road bears left
and the entrance to Hahndorf Resort is on the left about 100 metres further
on.

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Coming from the NORTH. le; Port Wakefield, Renmark etc,

Coming in on Port Wakefield Rd, you will pass Globe Derby Park (on right),
pass under Salisbury Highway and go over the rail bridge and on to Gepps
Cross intersection, (Prepare toturnleft.) UBD Maps, 82, 83, 94.

Coming in on Main north Rd, you will come in through Elizabeth, Salisbury,
Parafield, (Airport on right) and Pooraka. Continue on Main Nth Rd to the
Gepps Cross intersection (Prepare toturnleft) UBD Maps, 94, 106, 107.

Turn Left onto Grand Junction Rd (East) and proceed up the hill to the lights
at Hampstead Rd. Turn right on to Hampstead Rd and proceed (South) to
Regency Rd. Continue straight onto the next set of traffic lightsand turn left
(on Taunton Rd) for Ascot Ave. Proceed through the Main Nth East Rd lights on
to Ascot Ave, and continue to the Payneham Rd intersection. (MARDEN
Shopping Centre on left) Proceed through lights onto Portrush Rd. UBD Maps,
119, 131, 132.

Proceed South on Portrush Rd to Magill Rd, The Parade, Kensington Rd, and
Greenhill Rd, continue on up to the Portrush Rd, Glen Osmond Rd, Cross Rd
intersection. (Prepare to turnLeft) UBD Maps, 144, 145, 146.

Turn left on to Mt Barker Rd (East) and proceed on freeway past, Crafers,
Stirling, and Bridgewater of f ramps. A long downhill right hand bend precedes
the Hahndorf of f ramp. UBD Map 158.

Exit on to the Hahndorf off ramp and take the second exit at the round
about. (Straight through) Continue over the bridge past River Rd (on right) and
the Hahndorf Resort entrance is next onthe right.
